CYTE LEARNERS LISTEN TO TALK ON 

DEFORESTATION IN TASMANIA

Learners in Slí Nua Community Training Centre attended a presentation on Tuesday morning (15th April 2008) about industrial scale deforestation. Annie Hogg from Clonmel spoke passionately to Clonmel Youth Training Learners, about saving the temperate rainforests in the Australian island of Tasmania.

Centre learners about the efforts to save the Tasmanian rain forests.
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Annie, who has been living in the Tasmanian rainforest for two years, is part of a dedicated team of concerned community members and national and international Non-Violent Direct Activists, who work under the banners of the Huon Valley Environment Centre and Still Wild Still Threatened.

In an attempt to halt the daily devastation (10,000 football fields a year), which unfurls in the High Conservation Value old-growth forests, these activists halt the bulldozers and chainsaws through non-violent means on a regular basis, and draw attention to this global issue by colourful performances, which are drawing further attention from both national and international conservationists and policy makers.

What fascinated the learners most of all was the time people like Annie give to something in which they strongly believe. The learners admired their dedication to the cause. They were really interested in the human-interest story, how the families live in the wild without normal domestic comforts, but are they looking after themselves properly? Learners wondered if there is any real hope in trying to save the forest, will the big companies win anyway? “money is power”.
